Whenever a written application for residential service is required, the Utility shall so
notify the applicant as soon as practicable after the request for service is made, and
in no event more than two business days after such request, and shall state the basis
for recguiring a written application. A written application may require the submis-
sion of information required in an oral application and reasonable proof of the
applicant’s identity and responsibility for service at the premises to be served. A
written application containing the required information shall be deemed completed
when received by the Utility.

| B. Certificate of Compliance will be completed on Form "F" for electric service to new
residential construction or Form "G" for a dwelling converting to electric space heat, to be
supplied under this Service Classification.

C. Equipment requiring 5 kilovolt-amperes (kva) capacity or more will not be served
under thus Classification without special consent of the Utility.

D. Submetering may be available according to certain conditions set forth in Rule 4 (d) of
the Rules and Regulations.
