AVAILABILITY:

This service classification is available to any city, village, or fown, situated within or adjacent to
any city, village or town (hereafter called "Municipality"), in which Utility is rendering electric service
under an ordinance granting Utility the privilege of occupying the streets, alleys, and other public places
in said mumcipality for the purpose of transmission, distribution, and sale of electric service.

Mercury vapor lamps shall not be available for new installations except where such instaltations

will be necessary in order to preserve a uniform lighting appearance within or immediately adjacent to an
existing street lighting system of the same size mercury vapor lamps.

CLASS OF SERVICE:

Utility will furnish the classes of service described below, each at the comresponding charges per
lamp per month, including maintenance, electric energy requirements, and replacements of lamps and
other glassware as required on systems owned and operated by Utility.

Class B -- Either mercury vapor or sodium vapor lamps, overhead construction,
on distribution system wood pole.

Class € - Either mercury vapor or sodium vapor lamps, overhead construction,
on individual wood pole.

Class D -- Either mercury vapor or sodium vapor lamps on either standard

overhead metal pole or Fiberglas pole construction.
